Take home provided chalk and holy water from the church.

Leader: Peace be to this house.  
Everyone: And to all who dwell in it.

Leader, sprinkling holy water: From the East came the Magi to Bethlehem to adore the Lord; and opening their treasures, they 
offered costly gifts: gold to the great King, incense to the true God, and myrrh in symbol of His burial.

Everyone: Our Father... 

Leader: The three Wise Men, Caspar, Melchior, and Balthazar followed the star of God’s newborn Son. May Christ bless our 
home and remain with us throughout the new year. Amen.

Everyone: Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, as it was in the beginning, is now, and will be forever. 
Amen. 

Leader: Visit, O blessed Lord, this home with the gladness of your presence. Bless all who live or visit here with the gift of your 
love; and grant that we may manifest your love to each other and to all whose lives we touch. May we grow in grace, and in the 
knowledge and love of you; guide, comfort, and strengthen us in peace, O Jesus Christ, now and forever. Amen.

Then the leader writes with the blessed chalk near the front door:

20 + C + M + B + 23

The chalk was blessed at church with this prayer: “Bless, O Lord God, this creature chalk to render it helpful to humankind. Grant that 
they who use it in faith and with it inscribe upon the entrance of their homes the names of your saints Caspar, Melchior, and Baltasar may 
through their merits and intercession enjoy health of body and protection of soul. Through Christ our Lord.” The initials C M B also stand 
for “May Christ Bless this Home” (“Christus mansionem benedicat”).

B también representan “Que Cristo bendiga este hogar” (“Christus mansionem benedicat”).
