Devin has spent the last year diligently serving as
our Mission Administrator here at St. Lawrence
Mission (along with leading other groups and
ministries at St. Mary’s). He now asks for your
support.

Christ in the City is a Catholic organization with
a mission to know, love, and serve the poor—in
that order. Christ in the City simultaneously of-
fers its missionaries deep spiritual, intellectual,
and human formation. The ultimate goal of this
is to form missionaries of Christ for life.

Jesus did not call us to serve alone, but as a part
of His Church. And in a world that is becoming
increasingly lonely due to fundamental tears in
the social fabric, your support of Devin will aid in
sewing the threads of love where brokenness is most
visible.

Devin has committed to one year of unpaid ser-
vice with Christ in the City that begins on August
15th, 2022. The amount of money each mission-
ary has to raise is $10,000. This goes directly to

supporting room and board, food, and other mis-
cellaneous program costs (such as apparel for
the missionaries). This does not include other
personal expenses, such as car insurance, gas, or
student loans.
